Subject: Objection to Proposed Bendenine Wind Turbine Development 
I am writing to formally object to the above wind turbine development proposed to be constructed in the Yass Valley near the town of Yass and between the heritage villages of Bowning and Binalong, NSW. 
I am a nearby resident and member of the local community. I have significant concerns about the adverse impacts this project will have.

1. Health Concerns
Continuous shadow flicker, vibration, and red lights from turbines near residential areas can lead to noise pollution, sleep disturbances, headaches, anxiety, and depression. Psychological stress due to loss of environmental control and visual intrusion is a documented issue, as evidenced by nearby Bango Wind Farm residents experiencing similar impacts.

2. Lack of Genuine Community Consultation
The community consultation process has been insufficient and superficial. We were given either inadequate or no notice of the community engagement sessions and there was a lack of detail provided at these sessions. Residents feel their concerns have been ignored and requests for further information and a public meeting denied.

3. Community and social cohesion 
Conflict and division arise within communities due to disagreements over wind turbine projects, encompassing issues like siting, environmental damage, aesthetics, noise, and the unequal distribution of benefits. These tensions strain relationships among neighbours and families.
4. Visual Impact
The proposed wind farm project, with up to 90 turbines measuring 260 meters in height, would drastically alter the natural landscape and rural character of the region. Its proximity to villages and schools raises concerns about compatibility with the scenic beauty, heritage, and history of the area. Visual impacts are considered unacceptable by over 1,000 residents who fear the negative effects on the local community and tourism-dependent businesses.

5. Saturation of wind turbines 
Yass Valley is already burdened with a disproportionate concentration of wind farms, including existing projects Rye Park and Bango, and planned developments such as Bendenine, Bookham, Wee Jasper, and Coppabella. Despite not being a designated Renewable Energy Zone (REZ), the region hosts more wind energy projects than any other area in New South Wales.
6.  Property Devaluation
Properties located near wind farms experience reduced market value of up to 30%, especially where visual and noise impacts are significant. I am deeply concerned about the negative impact this project will have on the value of my property, my neighbour’s properties, local businesses and the local economy. 
7. Safety & Fire Risks
Large-scale wind turbine projects and infrastructure poses significant fire and toxic risks, particularly in bushfire-prone regions such as ours. Lithium-ion battery systems pose an unacceptable risk to all the residents in the area as a fire cannot be managed or extinguished local fire brigades.
8. Wildlife and Ecosystem Destruction
The proposed wind farm project threatens local wildlife and ecosystems through habitat destruction and turbine strikes. Critical species, such as the Little Eagle and Superb Parrot, are at risk along with precious native biodiversity on ridgelines between Bowning and Binalong. The ecological harm from this development is unacceptable.
9. Telecommunications Issues:
Impacts to Television, Radio and Internet reception up to and beyond 25kms have been experienced by the communities of Rye Park and Crookwell near wind developments. Our community will be consistently inconvenienced and may not be able to access emergency advice in emergency situations on local TV & Radio.
Planners must consider alternative locations better suited for large-scale wind farm developments, such as industrial areas or degraded lands. This development is not compatible with the beauty and rural landscape of our district, including our two heritage villages and two primary schools.
Please confirm receipt of my objection and keep me informed about the status of this project and any upcoming hearings or opportunities for further public input.

Subject: Objection to Proposed Wind Farm – Bendenine Wind Farm
Dear Sirs
I am writing to formally object to the proposed wind development known as Bendenine Wind Farm proposed to be constructed between the villages of Bowning and Binalong (a designated Heritage Area) in NSW. Three levels of government – Federal, State and Local all stand in opposition to this proposed industrial scale development. This development IS NOT COMPATIBLE with the beauty, landscape and heritage of this district and its history.

1. Community Engagement
As a direct neighbour and member of the local community, I have very significant concerns about the preliminary environmental and social assessments, which are failing to be available to all affected community members to provide feedback, about the potential adverse impacts this project will have on our environment, lifestyle, and property. Daily community members call me to tell me they cannot complete the survey. 
2. Health & Noise Concerns
Wind turbine noise, including infrasound, linked to sleep disturbance, headaches, anxiety and depression. A friend of ours already suffers from these affects due to her proximity to an existing wind development.
Continuous shadow flicker, vibration, and red lights impact human and animal health and wellbeing.
3. Visual Impact
The height and scale, with the turbine capacity likely to exceed 7MW/turbine, and kilometres of transmission lines will drastically alter the visual landscape, degrading the scenic and rural character of the area and turning it into an industrial landscape. This site is NOT suitable, the proposed development is too close to two villages and two schools. The visual impacts would be unacceptable to over 1000 residents and further to the community of Yass.
4. Cumulative Impact
This region is already saturated with renewable energy developments and proposed developments. We are not a REZ, NSW has five designated Renewable Energy Zones, but this district has more built and proposed developments than any other area in NSW.
5.  Property Devaluation
Properties, especially rural lifestyle properties - such as ours, located near wind farms experience reduced market value. We are in the process of planning our retirement and this proposal has already affected our ability to make the plans we have worked so hard for. 
6.  Community
Absentee Landholders, and Will Kelly, (our adjoining landholder) lives in Bellevue Hill by Sydney Harbour, his family will not feel the severe effects of this proposed development but will benefit from lucrative contracts, while his neighbours suffer. I fear for the lives of two of my other neighbours, as discussed with Brad Croxford, who thought it might be nice to take us all on a tour of a wind farm! These are real concerns about real people, whose lives are at risks. My husband and I cannot sleep, we feel we have lost control over our lives and our property.
7. Safety & Fire Risks
BESS (a battery the size of 80-100 shipping containers) increases risk of toxic lithium-ion fires, especially dangerous in bushfire-prone areas. Fires emanating from towers or batteries expose our villages to fire risks and toxic fumes, which cannot be managed or extinguished by local volunteer fire brigades. Fires, which could put our villages and the close by township of Yass (population 7,000) at an unacceptable risk.
8.  Environmental and Wildlife Concerns
The construction and operation of the wind farm will disrupt local wildlife habitats, particularly for wedge-tailed eagles, bats and the migration corridor of The Superb Parrot. The ecological impacts can be seen in the compliance audits of both the Bango and Rye Park Wind Developments.
9. Telecommunications Issues:
Impacts to TV, Radio and Internet up to and beyond 25kms as experienced by the communities of Rye Park and Crookwell near wind developments. Our community may not be able to access emergency advice in emergency situations on local TV & Radio.

In light of the above concerns, I respectfully urge Wind Prospect to withdraw the current proposal for the Bendenine Wind Farm, this is NOT A SUITABLE AREA for an industrial development of this scale.
I request to be kept informed about the status of this project and any upcoming hearings or opportunities for further public input.
